2. I talked to Teri Zamora and Charlie Perez about the benches and they will be setting a couple of benches in the dorms area once they have concrete pads.  They have also set five benches around the library and they are adding one in the North and one in the South areas of the student quad one they add the concrete pads. 
3. I have not received any feedback on Recycling Bins for the dorms.
4. We were unable to get a raspa stand, but we were able to get a smoothie/slushy machine in the cafeteria.  To let everyone know, the machine is on a trial basis so if the machine is not a success, they will do away with it. 

ii. There were concerns that came up which are the following:

1. I talked to Elaine Flores about the water fountains and she spoke to Robert Hernandez, he checked the water fountains and came back with negative bacteria results so the water is good to drink.

2. I was referred to Al Guillen for teacher concerns and he told me to check the Student Handbook for any concerns about teachers.  I looked in the Student Handbook and on page 47 are the Non- Academic grievances protocols.  Also on page 41 are the Academic grievances.  There is also important and useful information on page 48. 

3. Due to the end of the year budget, we are unable to fix the outlets until next September.

The tenth hyphen was added to say, “For every club member that attends the Wellness and Sports Center (WSC) Wellness Walk 01pt.”.  The eleventh hyphen was added to say, “must bring proof”.  The twelfth hyphen has been deleted which use to say, “For every club member that provides mentor/tutoring services for the entering semester”.  The last two hyphens were added to say, “For every club member that attends an SGA community service event 03 pts. per hour and For every club member that attends an SGA Committee meeting 01pt.”.  Other items that have been added are:  SGA officers and Mr. and Ms. TSTC do not receive any points for all of the above, Under the Director of Student Life and SGA officers we reserve the right to offer points for any additional event or activity not previously stated as new opportunities arrive, and also added our third phone number and other websites.
