A third concern brought up was the new financial aid rules, Tony did research and emailed Teri Zamora and was told to direct students with specific issues to the Financial Aid office and ask to visit with Mary Adams (Director), Tillie Flores (Asst Director) or Elaine Escamilla-Salazar (Financial Aid Officer).  There is an appeal process, and the previously mentioned Financial Aid employees meet with students to review each situation and reinstate aid where possible.  They are also available to counsel the student in the best way to avoid problems in the future.  Most students who had issues with their financial aid this semester fell into three categories - ineligible due to grades, ineligible due to failure to complete 75% of attempted hours the previous semester, or ineligible due to exceeding 150% of the hours required by their declared major.  None of these are temporary issues; all are requirements of the U.S. Department of Education. If you have any concerns stop by the SGA office and let us know. We also have a mail box outside the office you can leave concerns there.
